AFFILIATION OF THE TEXTILE MUSEUM AND GEORGE WASHINGTON UNIVERSITY:

The TM GW arrangement, and the current work-in-progress architectural design of the new museum
The Textile Museum and George Washington University have recently announced an affiliation, in which The Textile Museum will relocate in 2014 to a new museum building located in the center of the GW campus, and where the TM will be the cornerstone of a new university museum.  The move, in which the TM’s mission will not change, will help secure the future of the TM, and will give greater access its collection to both increased numbers of general museum visitors as well as to textile scholars and connoisseurs. The arrangement between the TM and GW is key to The Textile Museum achieving its fundamental challenge of cultivating the next generation of those who appreciate textiles as art.
This unprecedented arrangement between a university museum and an existing operating art museum has become a reality under the leadership of Bruce Baganz, the President of the Board of Trustees. 
Bruce Baganz is President of Security Energy, an oil and natural gas exploration company in Houston, Texas.  He received his master’s and doctoral degrees in geology from the University of South Carolina.  He joined the Textile Museum’s Board of Trustees in 2002, and was appointed President in 2004.  In 2008, Bruce received the Joseph V. McMullen Award for stewardship and scholarship in Islamic rugs and textiles.  
Bruce is a member of the IHBS, the Hajji Baba Club, former president of the Textile and Oriental Rug Club of Houston, and the Chairman of the Near Eastern Art Research Center. Bruce and his wife Terry have wide-ranging interests in antique rugs, textiles, and embroideries from throughout the Caucasus, Anatolia, Persia, and Central Asia.
