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Merchants, Cotton and Empire: Russian Textile Industry in Czarist Russia

This talk will explore the social, cultural and political dimensions associated with the economic development of cotton manufacturing in Russia in the 19 to early 20th-centuries.  Attention will focus on what factors encouraged the growth of this industry, who worked in it, and what role it played in the expansion of the Russian Empire, particularly into Central Asia.

Muriel Joffe is a Senior Program Officer at the Council for International Exchange of Scholars where she administers the Senior Scholar Fulbright Program. She joined CIES in 1988 and has managed both U.S. and Foreign Scholar Programs in central and eastern Europe and Eurasia. Dr. Joffe earned a doctorate in history, with specializations 
in Soviet and east European history, at the University of Pennsylvania. Her dissertation was on the Cotton Manufacturers in the Central 
Industrial Region in Russia, 1860-1914. Before working at CIES, she taught history at Denison University in Granville, Ohio. Dr. Joffe has had

several grants to the USSR and Russia and continues to publish in the field. Her most recent work has focused on Central Asia.

From Virginia, cross the Key Bridge into Georgetown, turn left at M Street, and go right (north) on Foxhall Road. Continue on Foxhall until it ends at Nebraska Avenue. Turn east (right) and continue along Nebraska Avenue.

From Maryland and DC, take either Wisconsin or Massachusetts Avenues and turn west onto Nebraska Avenue.
